Focus on Patients
Nutrition and Diabetic Eye Disease

In a recent Joslin Boston presentation Gillian Grant, RD, LDN, CDE highlighted the importance of several nutrients to decrease progression of eye disease.  Encourage patients to increase intake of:

· Omega-3 fatty acids (EPA and DHA)

· Antioxidants – Vitamin C, E, Zinc and Beta carotene

· Caratonoids – Lutein and Zeaxanthin

To increase caratonoid intake eat more kale, collard greens, spinach and turnip greens.  Avoid high glycemic index foods.  Encourage patients to consult with the dietitian for a customized meal plan that includes these valuable nutrients.
